Royal Brompton Hospital is situated just off the King’s Road, easily accessible from central London.  It is well served by public transport links being only five to ten minutes walk from South Kensington underground station, which is on the Circle, District and Piccadilly lines.
At the Royal Brompton Hospital consultant cardiologists provide a full range of invasive and non-invasive diagnostic and therapeutic procedures for both adults and paediatrics, with all forms of cardiac disease.
